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As a part of preparation works for
the restoration of the demolished church
on the plateau in front of Hadzi-Prodan’s
cave at Ivanjica, archaeological research
was conducted there from 11 June to 14
June 2003. The goal of the excavations
was identifying the original position of
the Church of St Archangel Michael,
originating from the beginning of the 20t
century, so that a new church could be
raised on its foundations. Parallel with the
work on the church remains, prehistoric
remains found at the entrance to the
cave were also excavated. They proved to
belong to the Early and Middle Paleolithic.

Institute for protection of Cultural
Heritage - Kraljevo was in charge of the
protection and reconstruction works.

In their organization, archaeological
excavations were conducted in
cooperation with the Faculty of Philosophy
in Belgrade (Dusan Mihajlovi¢, PhD) and
the National Museum in Belgrade (Bojana
Mihajlovi¢, custodian). Archaeological
research of the remains of the church was
conducted by the author of this report.

The site is located on the upper
side of the present-day road Ivanjica -
Guda, 5 km from Ivanjica, in the village
of RosCiéi. The approach to the plateau,

which is raised some ten meters above
the road, has recently been aided by the
construction of a stone stairway. In the
near vicinity of the cave i.e. at the foot
of the hillside where the entrance is, a
quarry is located, which substantially
changes the environment and creates
constant noise. Quarrying activity has
also influenced the appearance of the

vibrations have probably caused rock
slides and break-offs. Also, a part of
the plateau was probably lost in the
construction of the mentioned road.

No traces of the demolished church
were noticeable on the plateau even
though bedrock surfaced at several
places. Upper surface of the rock is
predominantly friable, covered with a
layer of dust and partially soil which
was extracted from the cave by looters
and during the widening of the original
entrance to the cave.

The overall excavated area is 6.2x8
m or about 50 m?.

Before we could start excavations
in the southern zone, the soil that was
collected here during excavations of the
interior had to be removed first. Then, we
removed stones that were visible on the
plateau surface and which later proved to
have belonged to the southern wall of the
church.

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Excavated surface consisted of a thin
layer of soil mixed with a plethora of fine
gravel which made it difficult to excavate.
Smaller fragments of roof tiles - remnants
of the church roof - often appear as
well as zones with burnt soil and traces
of soot. Next to the eastern part of the
south wall, a fragment of a wooden beam
was found, which was probably a part of
the wooden roof construction which we
know existed according to the preserved
photographs of the church.

In the western pat of the excavation
area only three stone blocks indicate the
position of the west wall. They were found
laid in a straight line, perpendicular to the
south wall. No other traces of the west
wall were found here. Above the bedrock-
on which the west wall once stood but
was not preserved-is a layer of light
brown soil mixed with fine gravel.

The north wall was also not
preserved. In the western part of the
assumed wall position we encountered
solid bedrock with traces of burning on
it, and in the eastern part friable rock
surface. Remnants of the north wall of the
church are represented only by an in situ

foundation stone of this wall. Occasional
small finds were only smaller fragments
of roof tiles and iron nails.

Eastern part of the excavation area
yielded no traces of the expected apsidal
part. The nature of the plateau surface-
friable rock-was not kind to preservation
of any of the remains.

On the south side of the south
wall, Trench 1 was opened, oriented
south-north and 3x1m in dimensions.

It was opened in order to examine the
rest of the plateau for possible remains
of another object or wall. After only
construction rubble was encountered-
formed of stone mixed with brick
fragments-further excavations in the
trench were ceased.
