ARCHAEOLOGICAL EXCAVATIONS
AT SITE STARO SELO NEAR THE
VILLAGE OF IDVOR IN THE YEAR
OF 2003

Vojislav Dordevi¢, National Museum of Pancevo
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The village of Idvor (Kovacica
municipality) lies on the far northwest
part of southern Banat, on the left edge
of the loess terrace of the Tamis river. It
is situated some 13 km northwest from
the village of Kovacica and around 51
km from the city of Pancevo in the same
direction. The archaeological site Staro
selo is located at around 1.5 km from
the village church. The site is clearly
visible from the western, northern and
southern access roads to the village as
well as from the banks of the river Tamis
(map). The plateau, where the site is
situated, is elevated some 5m from the
surrounding marshy terrain formed by
the flooding of the Tamis river and its
tributary, Tukos$ stream. It is shaped like
a rectangular island, with loess-type soil,
of the overall ground area of 400x600 m.
An artificial embankment connects the
plateau with the northwest edge of the
modern village of Idvor. When the water
level of the Tamis river is high, Staro selo
is completely surrounded by water.

The first archaeological finds from
Staro selo date back to the middle of
the 20%* century when the brick factory,
build on this place, was operational.
Since then, the site was ground
surveyed several times and defined as a
multilayered archaeological site. In the
mid nineties, construction works were
undertaken aimed at renewing the work
of the brick factory. These construction
works damaged several archaeological
structures. Traces of archaeological
objects could be seen in the sections of
the dugouts on the brick factory grounds
(fig. 3). During the summer of 2002,
National Museum in Pancevo carried out
trench-type excavations in the northeast
part of the dugout (shaped like a long
trench, 9x48 m in dimension).* A part
of the multilayered site was discovered
with pronounced horizontal stratigraphy
and chronological overlapping of
archaeological objects. The layers and
objects registered belong to the periods
of: the Starcevo culture, 39-4th, 11th-13th;
14th-15%, and 16™-18%" century.

The National Museum in Pancevo
continued the trench-type excavations
in Staro selo in 2003. The aim was to
complete the research of the remaining
visible objects along the southeast section
of the northeast part of the dugout.
Three trenches of different dimensions
were opened (trenches 7-9/03) of the
overall ground area of 41 m? (fig. 1). The
excavations in trenches number 7 and
8 confirmed the existence of modern
layers and layers belonging to 16t-18th
century. The layers, 0.5-0.7 m thick,
showed the remains of 5 contemporary
archaeological objects (three semi-
subterranean dwellings, one with traces
of post holes, and two round storage
bins-objects 18-22). A large number of
artifacts was uncovered as well shards
of fine “mohacka” pottery, Turkish and
Austrian tableware and domestically
produced pottery. In trench nhumber 9,
remains of a larger rectangular house

were discovered containing a significant
number of pottery shards. The house and
the material were roughly dated to the
14t-15t™ century (object 17). The house
had two inhabitance phases which was
determined on the basis of the remains
of two floors made of compacted clay. A
small round kiln, with its base filled with
pottery shards, was discovered at the
level of the lower house floor along with
an ash refusal pit (fig. 4). Thick layers
of soot and ash above the house floor
level indicate that the house was most
likely destroyed in a fire. Several more
archaeological objects were discovered
in trench 9, namely: remains of the
southern edge of one semi-subterranean
dwelling dated to 9t-10%" century with a
round storage bin in the south-western
corner (object 23), remains of a refusal
pit of irregular shape belonging to the
Starcevo culture (object 24) and one
smaller pit dated to the same period (pit
4).

In the area of trench 2 opened in
2002, (along the northeast section of
the dugout created during mentioned
construction works) a round pit was
entirely excavated. A hoard of iron tools
(axe, sickles, knives) was discovered at
its bottom, along with pottery shards
dated roughly to the 4t-5% century. The
pit was covered with many larger pieces
of daub with imprints of wattle.

At the southeastern corner of “Staro
selo” a bigger dig was registered, some
0.7 m deep. The dig was a result of soil
exploitation during the repair works of
local roads in the winter of 2002/2003.2
Instead of the planned excavation in the
eastern part of the site, it was decided
to excavate the area of the dugout,
overall ground area of around 120 m?2.
Several archaeological objects were

registered after the whole surface was
scraped (fig. 2). Two storage bins were
discovered belonging to the Early Bronze
Age (objects 27 and 28), two rectangular
storage bins dated to the 17t-18™ century
(objects 29 and 30) and a burial pit with
skeletal remains (empty grave). Around
50 m to the

west, two smaller
trenches were
opened (trenches
number 10 and
11/03), overall
excavated area

of 8m?2. Layers,
dated to the 15%-
18 century, were
registered in these
trenches. Part of
a round storage
bin was found

in trench 11,
dated to 15%-16%
century (object
31).

During the research campaign of
2003, excavations were finished in the
area of the northeast trench for the
brick factory. Besides the horizontal
stratigraphy, vertical stratigraphy was
confirmed in the northeast part of the
site. Known archaeological layers and
objects were enriched with the discoveries
of layers and objects dated to the 9t-10%"
century. The results of the excavations in
the south and southwest sectors showed
that in the 17t-18™ century the site was
inhabited all the way to the edges of
the rectangular loess plateau. The same
ground area was inhabited in the Early
Bronze Age as well. For now, existence
of a necropolis cannot be confirmed since
it was either moved or looted in some
period in history.
