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ARCHAEOLOGICAL EXCAVATIONS OF THE SITE CIGLANA NEAR PADEJ]

The site ,Ciglana™ is located East of the
village, on the road to Kikinda. Its exact location
is the Northern side of an ellipsoid plateau named
"Smeda leda". This area is about 6 kilometers
long and in regard to the surrounding marsh
area it used to be an island rising 3 to 4 meters
above the water level. After the Second World
War brick factory was established on the site.
The site itself is multilayered, with a settlement
of Baden culture and an Eneolithic mound and a
late Roman site and necropolis. The central part
of the late Roman site and the accompanying
necropolis, some 3.5 ha in size were destroyed
by the brick factory operations. The staff of the
Museum of Vojvodina first undertook overseeing
of the works and rescue archeological excavations
in 1994. Over several campaigns, remains of
more thatn 90 objects were discovered, the most
numerous being silos. Beside these, dugouts have
also been detected and seldom earthen kilns.
Aside from settlement and economic objects,
seven skeletal inhumations were detected. Two
of these were detected in an abandoned semi
dugout and a silo. These burials differ from the
other five, which are probably older than the
settlement itself.

Bub6nuorpadmuja

Archaeological excavations on the site
continued in campaign 2006 during July and
covered an area of approximately 300 sq.
meters of the most endangered part of the
site. The investor has, in May 2006 made
considerable damage to the site, destroying
at least 50 archeological objects. In the newly
created profile, objects were still visible, whilst
the newly opened area contained about a dozen
of objects.

Two dugouts, both 4x2 meters in size
(one with an earthen kiln) and several silos of
various shapes were detected. The kiln had
reinforcement made of pottery fragments. As
before, all of the objects contained four types
of pottery. Two of the most common types of
pottery were gray polished ware made on the
fast potter’s wheel and hand made pottery
Seldom, Roman ware was detected. The fourth
type of pottery is represented by pots made on
slow potter’s wheel.

Metal finds are rather rare, confirming their
special value. Considering this and the rest of
archaeological data gathered on the site, this
settlement can be dated to late 4th and early
5th century AD.
