ARCHAEOLOGICAL SITE ILIRSKO GROBLJE, BUKOVACKO POLJE

Systematic rescue archaeological excava-
tions of the prehistoric necropolis Ilirsko groblje
continued in 2006, under the supervision of the
Institute for Protection of Cultural Monuments
of Serbia, Petnica Science Center and National
Museum of Valjevo. The site Ilirsko groblje is a
necropolis comprising earthen mounds dated to
developed Bronze Age, located in the village of
Bukovac, 12 km southwest of Mionica and 15 km
East of Valjevo.

During July 2006, archaeological investiga-
tions were undertaken on mounds 4 and 5 (Fig.
1). Up until now, all excavated mounds at the
site have identical stratigraphies: underneath a
thin layer of surface humus (20 - 25 cm deep),

there is a brown layer of the mound filling, with
the sterile soil represented by clayish earth grey
and yellow in color. The diameter of the exca-
vated mound 4, the biggest of all mounds de-
tected on the site, is 18 meters, with the height
of 1.1 meters.

Mound 5, 12 meters in diameter and 55 cm
in height has been severely damaged through
both agricultural work at the site, construction
of a dirt road and the roots of the trees. Both
mounds were excavated using the method of op-
posite segments without control profiles.

According to the bronze artifacts and pot-
tery, the necropolis can be dated to developed
Bronze Age.
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
