ARCHAEOLOGICAL EXCAVATIONS ON SITE STUB 76, NEAR HORGOS

Archaeological site ,Stub 76" near Horgos
in Northern Backa region is located on a sandy
island 1 ha in size. Discovered in 1988, it was
excavated systematically for the first time in
1994. Having in mind that the archaeological
layers begin on the immediate surface, he site
itself is still endangered by modern agriculture.
Excavations so far have covered 5000 sq. me-
ters of the site and have resulted in the full cov-
erage of the central complex.

In campaign 2006 approximately 1500 sq
meters were excavated with several different
objects being discovered. The central object of
this years’ campaign is an enclosed yard 35x27
meters in size. This yard is located on the east-
ern side of the large construction complex of
buildings excavated in 1996 and once had three
entrances/exits. One of the exits led to a dock
on the edge of the marsh used for boats, sec-
ond one led towards a dirt road, and the third

was used for communication with a large cen-
tral object, circular in shape, excavated in 1996.
Four dugouts almost rectangular in shape, a
common find on this site, were also excavated.
Aside from these dugouts, three pits containing
skeletal remains of sheep and calves and one pit
containing a significant concentration of pottery
shards were discovered. Additionally, two wells
were also discovered (each around 2 meters
deep), both with remains of wooden construc-
tions around them. Among the finds recovered
from these wells, pottery fragments made on a
fast potters wheel stand out.

Hand made pottery dominates movable
archaeological finds, with only a handful of
vessels made on potters wheel, but objects of
stone, bone and iron are also common. More
precise dating of the site is still under question,
although the site can generally be dated to early
medieval period.
